Works Cited Page

Every research paper must include a works cited page. This is also known as a bibliography page. To create your works cited page, please follow the directions.

Directions:

To prepare your works cited page, assemble your source cards in alphabetical order by the first work of the entry. Use the following steps to type your works cited page.

1. Font size 12

2. Center justification (click on the center alignment box in your toolbar)

3. Go to Format – Paragraph- drag line spacing to double- or click Okay

4. Type the words Works Cited (do not bold, italicize or make larger)

5. Hit Enter

6. Left justification

7. Go to Format- Paragraph- drag Special to Hanging- click Okay

8. Type your works cited entries and they will automatically wrap with a hanging indentation

9. Double space throughout the works cited page. DO NOT TYPE EXTA SPACES BETWEEN ENTRIES
